Furniture and equipment will be delivered and placed dur-

ing August . However, we should be back to the normal 

schedule as of August 3.  

What can you expect to see when all the work is finished? 

FRONT -  two areas have been added to the front of the 

building, a sitting porch and a health suite. All the various 

health screenings that are offered will now have their own 

dedicated space. It will also have a nurse’s cot so if some-

one is felling unwell, they can rest there.  

The sitting porch is for those who are waiting for transpor-

tation or who just want to pause before walking out into 

the parking area.  The tri-fold front doors are activated by 

sensors, so are essentially hands free.

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ADDITION  - five rooms have been added, a game room with a pool table and several 

card tables so that it will always be available for these activities.  Another room will be 

a library/classroom furnished with comfortable chairs for reading and a low vision 

reader. The third room will be a state of the art computer room with internet access. 

 The final two rooms are actually one big one that can be sub-divided as needed. It has 

a prep room with cabinets and a sink making it an ideal place for art classes and vari-

ous craft activities. It will also have a big screen television mounted on a wall so we can 

get back to showing weekly movies.  Off this area is the most magnificent patio. We will 

have some wonderful events out there.. 

OFFICES—The offices will be reassigned. Swanee Waters will take over Lynn’s former 

office; Donna’s office will be restored to its original size; the original classroom is sub-

divided and will be half Lynn’s office and half a conference/classroom. The copier has 

already found a new home in this area. Debbie will remain in her present location with 

her furnishings updated.   

PROGRAMS— all our current programs will continue along with the addition of oth-

ers that have been requested. 

A grand re-opening is being planned for September. Watch for the date and time. A big 

thank you to all of you who have persevered with us through this long, dusty, noisy con-

struction process. What we will have when all is done will make it all worthwhile.  

 

 

SENIOR CENTER POLICY CHANGE  

Payment Assistance—For those participants who meet the eligibility requirements of 

PAAD (Pharmaceutical Assistance to the Aged & Disabled), the Senior Center will pay for 

one day trip per year.  This assistance will be available only until the annual amount budg-

eted has been expended.  Class and special event fees will be waived up to (4) four requests 

per year per person.  See the Director for details.  All requests are kept in the strictest of con-

fidence.

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Property Tax Reimbursement-The Mayorôs Office is pleased to announce that 

the 2008 New Jersey Property Tax Reimbursement is again in effect for resi-

dents of West Windsor Township.  The program ñfreezesò property taxes for 

residents meeting the following qualifications: 

¶ For 2007 and 2008, you must have been age 65 or older or receiving Federal 

social Security disability benefits as of December 31st of the prior year; and 

¶ You must have lived in New Jersey continuously since before January 1, 

1998, as either a home owner or a renter; and 

¶ You must have owned and lived in your home since before January 1, 2005; 

and 

¶ You must have paid the full amount of the property taxes due on your home; 

  For 2007:  By June 1, 2008; and 

  For 2008:  By June 1, 2009; and 

¶ Your total annual gross income must have been: 

¶ For 2007:  $60,000 or less; and 

¶ For 2008:  $70,000 or less 

If all the qualifications are met, property taxes will be frozen at the year you 

qualify and they will not increase as long as the qualifications are met each sub-

sequent year.  (Please note:  Payments are made in full to the Township Tax Of-

fice and a check for the difference is issued by the State of New Jersey yearly). 

ALERT:   The deadline for filing the 2008 Property Tax Reim-

bursement  and Homestead Rebate applications has been extended by the 

State of New Jersey to August 17, 2009.   
While the Center is closed during July, applications will be available from 

the Municipal Tax Office.
