SALUTE TO THE FLAG

Ms. Young led the salute to the flag.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Ms. Samirah Akhlag, 109 Cranbury Road, spoke about the sidewalk
rally at which the Members of Council attended. She urged the
Township to provide electronic speed sign detectors until the
repairs to the sidewalks can be done.

Mr. John Church, 11 Princeton Place, asked Council to defer
resolution 2013-R140 and recommended that a referendum be placed
on the November ballot to allow the residents to vote on
important issues.

Mr. Paul Eland, 15 Coneflower Lane, spoke about the various
issues regarding the Grover House.

Mr. Al Lerner, 67 Rainflower Lane, asked Council to commit to
their decision to have the demolition of the Grover House
completed.
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Ms. Janet Lerner, 67 Rainflower Lane, spoke about the sale of
the Grover House to the Township and the contribution made by
Mrs. Grover in honor of her son.

Mr. Richard Visovsky, 7 Oakwood Way, advised that residents on
Cranbury Road need their sidewalks repaired because they are
unsafe.

Mr. Jim Solloway, 5 Monroe Drive, urged Council to not demolish
the Grover House and instead preserve a piece of West Windsor
history.

Ms. Debbie Hepler, 10 Dean Court, advised that Louise Campi, who
is on the Mayor’s Advisory Board, does not want to preserve the
Grover House. She asked if it was a conflict of interest for
Ms. Campi to be making such a recommendation.

Mr. Paul Pitluk, 69 Rainflower Lane, spoke highly of the West
Windsor Police Division and spoke about several other issues.

Ms. Kim White, 54 Montgomery Street, supports saving the Grover
House. ©She also spoke about an incident where the ACO Officer
was not available and Bettina Roed was contacted to assist with
the situation.

Ms. Rodica Perciali, 114 Washington Road, supports the
restoration of the Grover House. She spoke about the need for
leadership in West Windsor Township.

Mr. Bob Murray, 20 Lorrie Lane, advised that the Grover Farm
should be preserved but not the house because of the tremendous
burden it would place on the taxpayers.

Mr. Pete Weale, 144 Fisher Place, spoke about the rising
attorney costs, the preservation of the Grover House, and the
legacy of Thomas Grover.

Mr. Peter Mendonez, 151 Washington Road, spoke about building a
sustainable plan for the Municipal Complex that would last till
2040.
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Ms. Judy Vargyas, 12133 Taylor Court, advised Council that the
pedestrian crossing signal in front of the Village Square is not
working properly.

COUNCIL MEMBER COMMENTS

Mr. Maher noted that the non-residential growth rate has not
existed for the past ten years of the Mayor’s term. He also
commented on the excessive process a new restaurant owner must
go through to do business in the Township.

Ms. Geevers urged Police presence on Cranbury Road to promote
safety until the sidewalks are repaired.

Ms. Samonte made comments about the meeting with the residents
on Cranbury Road to discuss the need for sidewalk repairs. She
asked that Administration work with the County to move the
effort forward and suggested adding a crosswalk in the area.

CHAIR/CLERK COMMENTS

President Borek thanked the volunteers for their efforts in
saving a young boy’s life after a tragic accident.

Mayor Hsueh made comments about the sidewalks on Cranbury Road,
the renovations at the Municipal Complex, the energy audit, the
climate control action plan, and advised that he is available
for the residents’ concerns.

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2013-R140 Authorizing Administration to Proceed with the
Demolition of the Grover House and Certain Other Out
Buildings on the Property

Mr. Maher spoke about the Mayor not taking responsibility for
various Township issues including the restoration and
preservation of the Grover House. He advised that he was
outraged at the Mayor and the prior Council Members for allowing
the historical asset to go to waste. Mr. Maher noted that West
Windsor is a farming community and the Grover House should have
been preserved while the Grover Committee had the time to raise
funds for the repair of the house.

Mr. Khanna thanked the Committee for their work. He listed the
pros and cons to saving the Grover House. Mr. Khanna noted that
the Grover Farmstead Restoration Committee did not provide a
business plan or an analysis on how funds were going to be
raised to assist in the repair of the house. He outlined
several other outstanding issues and advised that the Committee
did not provide a compelling argument to save the house.

Ms. Geevers thanked the Committee for their efforts. She
explained that most residents do not want to use taxpayer funds
to repair or restore the house. Ms. Geevers advised that there
are too many open ended questions and not enough support to save
the house. She suggested placing a flag pole and an engraved
marker with back-lighting to honor the birth place of Thomas
Grover.

Ms. Samonte thanked the Committee and all who voiced their
suggestions and concerns about saving the Grover House. She
spoke about the situation involving the preservation of the
house and the costs associated with the project. Ms. Samonte
advised that not enough information was provided and the cost
figures listed in Resolution 2013-R140 are arbitrary. She noted
that other Townships are going through similar issues in
attempting to preserve historical sites.
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President Borek advised that whatever action is taken this
evening, it does not take away what Thomas Grover did for his
Country. He noted that the Committee only provided their
findings and not a plan for the restoration of the house.
President Borek commented on the importance of having a business
plan as requested to assist in making a determination on saving
the house.

Mr. Pete Weale, 144 Fisher Place, asked Administration why they
would allow an asset such as the Grover House to deteriorate.
He spoke about the Historical Society and the Police report
related to the Grover House.

Mr. Paul Pitluk, 69 Rainflower Lane, noted that he does not
support the restoration of the Grover House. He urged Council
to bring back civility to the Council meetings.
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Mr. Roy Conover, 1235 Windsor Road, asked to be part of the
Township’s committees in the future.

Ms. Debbie Hepler, 10 Dean Court, thanked Ms. Samonte and Mr.
Maher for voting against the demolition of the Grover House.

Ms. Pat Ward, Director of Community Development, explained that
the restaurant owner who Mr. Maher spoke about earlier in the
meeting was invited into the office for a meeting to assist him
with the process of getting his business running and to provide
him with Township contacts.

Ms. Rodica Perciali, 114 Washington Road, advised that she asked
to be included in the Grover House Restoration Committee but was
never included.

Mr. Andy Bromberg, 24 Providence Drive, noted that West Windsor
is a great town that has an excellent Police Division, Council,
and Mayor.

Mr. Mark Weinfield, 4101 Castro Court, advised that the
residents’ issues are not being addressed due to failed
leadership. He noted that change must take place. Mr.
Winefield read a statement into the record regarding the Grover
House.
